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Preface to the Twentieth Edition
This edition of Tbe Bluebook retains the same basic approach to legal
citation established by its predecessors. The layout of Tbe Bluebook
has been updated to make the information easier to access. Some cita-
tion forms have been expanded, elaborated upon, or modilied from pre-
vious editions to reflect the ever-expanding range of authorities used in
legal writing and to respond to suggestions from the legal community.
Here are some of the more noteworthy changes:

The Bluepages, introduced in the Eighteenth Edition, have been con-
siderably overhauled for the Twentieth Edition. The Bluepages now
parallel thc Whitepages-helping practitioners cite a broader range of
soufces and greatly improving cross-references. Typeface rules have
been relaxed to accommodate practitioner use of r.{R(;E ANr) sMAr.r- cAPs.

Bluetable BT2 has also been expanded to include more local court
citation rules.

In addition to edits for clariry concision, and consistency, theTwentieth
Edition contains the following significant changes: Rule 1..4(e) clari-
fies the order of authories when federal and state legislative materials
are citecl together. In rule 1.5(b), the order of parentheticals has been
changed to reflect the removal of the "internal quotation marks omit-
tecf" and "available at" parentheticals. Rule 3.2(A> provides additional
guidance for citing a range of pages and a single footnote within the
range in the same citation. Rule 3.5 provides guidance on the nam-

ing conventions for subdivisions that are numbered or otherwised des-

ignated in a piece. Rule 5.2(dXi) no longer requires indicating the
omission of internal quotation marks. Rule 5.2(f) provides guidance
on the use of internal quotation marks. Rule 1O.2.1(f) requires thc
omission of all geographical terms that follow a comma. Rule 1O.2.2
clarilies that words in a case name that would be abbreviated ie^cord-
ing to table T6 should not be abbreviated if the words are part of a

state, country, or other geographical unit that is the entire name of a

pafry. Rule l0.9(a)(iii) provides additional guidance on the forma-

tion of slip opinion short f<rrms. Rule 11 now provides guidance on
the citation of multiple amendments, sections within the same article,
and clauses within the same section.Rule 12.9.4 combines former
rules 12.9.1 and 12.9.5, provides guidance on citing principles, and
revises the citation fbrmat of model codes, restatements, standards, and
guidelines. Dean Richard Revesz and Professor Robert Sitkoff provided
valuable advice and assistance in revising this rule . Rule L3.5 clarifies
what year should be cited when a debate occurs in a different year
from publication in the Congressional Recorcl.Rrile 14.2(b) has been
expanded to include detailed information on citing c()mments to agen-

cies. Examples of citing guidances and manuals have been included
in rule 14.2(d> as well as detailcd information on citing opinion let-
ters. Rule 14.4 provides detailecl infbrmation on citing administra-
tive sources found on commercial electronic databases. The citation
firrmats frrr Bar.r.nNtNe's l-tw Dlctton.tnv and Br,lcr's L,tw f)IcLIorl,,rnv

have been updated in rule 15.8(a). Rule 15.9 removes language vtl
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that requires the use of"available at" in parallel citations. New rule
15.9(c) introduces a citation format for ebooks, stipulating that the
print versions of books are authoritative , but that ebooks may be cited
if they are the sole media through which the book is available. Rule
t6.6(a') requires that opinion pieces in newspapers be cited as"Opin-
ion" rather than "op-Ed." Rule 16.6(f) clarifies that online newspa-
pers may be used in place of print newspapers. Rule lE has been
updated in a number of areas to account for the increasing use and var-
ied forms of Internet sources. The rule no longer separately categorize s

Internet citations as either direct or parallel; all citations are treated as

direct. Rule 18.2.l(b)(ii) provides for the direct citation of Internet
sources that share the characteristics of a print source such that they
can be fully cited according to another rule, whether or not the source
is in print. Rule 18.2.1(d) provides guidance on how to cite Internet
sources using archival tools. Rule 1.8.2.2(a) provides guidance on
citing author information on social media platforms. Rules 1A.2.2(b)
(iii) and 18.2.2(b)(v) detail how to cite titles for blogs contained
within a larger website and titles for social media posts, respectiv€ly.
Rule 18.3 now catalogs where within Tbe Bluebook guidance is
provided for citing various sources found on commercial electronic
databases. Rule 21 has been expanded to include new rules for citinfi
materials from the International Monetary Fr-rnd and the International
Criminal Court and has adopted simpler ways of citing United Nations
documents. We are grateful to the American Society of International
Law for its assistance with rule 2l and tables T3.T4, and T5.

The tables have been updated and expanded. Table T1 has been
revised to reflect the most current titles for the various statutory com-
pilations, session laws, and administrative compilations and registers.
The abbreviations following the states and f)istrict of Columbia in
table T1.3 have been revised to follow the abbreviation convention
for jurisdiction names in the date parenthetical of cases. The citation
formats for these sources have been updated to reflect as accurately as

possible the uniquc breakdown of information within each. Table T2
has been updated to reflect changes in local law and legal citation. The
compilers are indebted to the following experts in foreign legal cita-
tion for their help in enhancing table T2: Zsuzsanna Antal, Francisco
A. Avalos,Annette L. Demers, Christoph Malliet,Yukino Nakashima, E.

Dana Neacsu, and Charlotte Stichter. The format of table T13 has been
changed from an inclusive list of periodicals to a more general guide
to abbreviating periodicals. Table T13.1 contains the abbreviations of
common institutional names and tableTl3.2 lists common words for
in periodical titles. The table also prescribes abbreviating geographi-
cal terms according to table T1O. If a word in a periodical title is not
included in any of the previously listed tables, revamped table 13 pre-
scribes including the full word. Terms have been added to tables T6,
Ta,Tl4, and T15 as appropriate.

The compilers wish to thank our Coordinating Editor Mary Miles Prince
for working with us in revising, clarifying, updating, and improving Tbe
Bluebook. The compilers would also like to acknowledge outside com-

For generations, law students, lawyers, scholars, iudges, and other
legal professionals have relied on Tbe llluebook's uniform system of citation. In a

diverse and rapidly changing legal profession, Tl:e Bluebook continucs to provide

a systematic mcthod by which members of the profession communicate impor-

tant information about the sources and legal authorities upon which thcy rcly in
their work.

Tbe Bluebook can oftcn be intimidating for new users. This introduction is meant

to assist yru as you begin what will likely become a lifelong relationship with the

Blueboctk system of legal citation.

Structure of The Bluebook

The Bluebook contains three major parts. The lirst part contains the Bluepages,

a how-to guide for basic legal citation. tlnlike the remainder of Tbe Bluebook,

which is clesigned in a style and at a lcvel of complcxity commensuratc with
the nceds of the law iournal publication process, the Bluepagcs provide casy-to-

comprehend guidance fbr the everyday citation needs of first-year law studcnts,

sllmmer associates, law clerks, practicing lawyers, and other lcgal professionals.

The examples used throughout the Bluepages arc printed using simple typcface

convcntions common in the legal profcssion.

The second part, printcd on white paper, is the heart of the Bluebook system

of citation: the rules of citation and style . This pan is subdivided into two main

sections. The tirst scction, consisting of mles I through 9, cstablishcs general stan-

dards of citatkrn and style for use in all forms of legal writing. 'l'hc second section,

consisting of rules 10 through 21, prescnts mles for citation of specific kinds of
authority such as cases, statutcs, books, periodicals, and foreign ancl internationd
materials. Thc examples used throughout this part arc printed using typeface

convcntions standard in law journal footnotcs.

The third part consists of a series of tables to be used in coniunction with the

rules. Thc tables show, among other things, which authorit,v to cite and how to
abbreviate propedy. Individual tables arc refcrenced throughout the b<xrk. Finally,

there is a comprehensive indcx.

General Principles of Citation

The cenral ftlnction ofa legal citation is to allow the relder to efliciently klcate

the cited source. Thns, the citation forms in The Bluebttok are designed to pr<>

vidc the information necessary to lcad the reader directly to thc specific items

cited. Because of the ever-incrcasing mnge of authorities cited in legal writing, no

systcm of citation can be complete. Thcrefore , when citing material of a type not

cxplicitly discnsscd in this book, try to locate an analogous type of authority that

is discussed and use that citation form as a model. Always be sure to providc suf-

ficient information to allow the reacler to find the cited material quickly and easily.



Getting Started

The Bluepages provide the best place to begin your study of Tbe Bluebook ry*
tem of legal citation. Indeed, first-year legal writing professors may wish to rely

on the Bluepages as a teaching aid. The Bluepages provide only an abbreviated

introduction to Tbe Bluebook system, however, and do not contain answers to
more difficult citation questions. For this reason, the Bluepages contain references

to related rules and tables found in other parts of the The Bluebook.
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INTRODUCTION

The Bluepages are a guide for practitioners and law clerks to use when citing
authority in non-academic legal documents. Please keep the following in mind:

Local Rules. Many courts have their own rules of citation that differ
in some respects from The Bluebook. Make sure to abide by any
citation requirements of the court to which you are submitting
your documents. An index of jurisdiction-specific citation rules is

contained in Bluepages table BT2.

Typeface. The Bluepages keep the tradition of
underscoring certain text. So long as you are consistent, however,
you may substitute itol'cs wherever underscoring is used in the
Bluepages. The remainder of The Bluebook employs a more
complex array of typeface conventions, including ordinary roman
type, italics, and Lnncr AND SMALL Cnps. These differences are

explained in Bluepages 82.

The Whitepages. Where the Bluepages and local court rules are

silent regarding the citation of a particular document, you may use

the other rules in The Bluebook. referred to as the "Whitepages," to
supplement the Bluepages. Keep in mind the typeface differences
between academic documents and non-academic leqal documents
as explained in Bluepages 82.

The Elements of a Citation. Generally, a legal citation is composed
of three elements: (1 ) a signal; (2) the source or authority; and (3)

parenthetical information. The Bluepages explore each of these
elements in detail.

Special Note for Law Students: The Bluebook is primarily written for two
types of users: academics and practitioners. The Whitepages provide rules

for academic publications such as law review articles and research papers.

The Bluepages set forth permissible deviations from the Whitepages that are

designed to accommodate the needs of lawyers and law clerks. The Bluepages

are used primarily for briefs, motions, memoranda, and opinions. For the most

part, the Bluepages only provide examples of how a citation should look. For

comprehensive discussions of the elements of a citation, you should refer to the

corresponding Whitepages as crossreferenced in the Bluepages.

Bluepages Tip: The Bluepages parallel the Whitepages in numbering and
content. You may use a Whitepage Rule to supplement a corresponding
Bluepage Rule.

Structure of Legal Citations B1

81.1Citation Sentences and Clauses

In non-academic legal documents, such as briefs and opinions, citations
generally appear within the text of the document immediately following the
propositions they support. Footnotes should only be used in non-academic legal

documents when permitted or required by local court rules. 
3
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A citation may be inserted into the text of a document in one of two ways: as a

stand-alone citation sentence or as a citation clause.

Citation sentences begin with a capital letter and end with a period. One

citation sentence may contain multiple citations separated by semicolons.

Use citation sentences to cite sources and authorities that relate to the entire
preceding sentenc€:

The U.S. Supreme Court has the power to invalidate statutes that
are repugnant to the U.5. Constitution. Marbury v. Madison. 5 U.S.

(1 Cranch) 137 , 177-79 (1 803) (federal laws); Fletcher v. Peck, 1 0

U.S. (6 Cranch) 87 ,'139 (1 81 0) (state laws); Dred Scott v. Sandford,
60 U.S. (19 How.) 393, 395 (1856), superseded by constitutional
amendment. U.S. Const. amend. Xlll. The U.S. Supreme Court also

Citation clauses are set off from the text by commas and immediately follow
the proposition to which they relate. Do not begin a citation clause with a capital
letter unless the citation clause begins with a source that would otherwis€ be

capitalized. Do not end a citation clause with a period, unless it is the last clause

in the sentence. Use citation clauses to cite sources and authorities that relate
to only ea4! of a sentence:

Typeface for Court Documents

Court documents and legal memoranda use two typefaces: ordinary type and

lfalics (or underscoring).

While the Bluepages use underscoring rather than italics, keep in mind that
underscoring is the equivalent of italics. For citations appearing in non-academic
legal documents, follow these general des:

Italicize (or underscore) the following information in a citation clause:

Case names, including procedural phrases introducing case names;

Titles of books and articles;

Titles of some legislative materials;

Introductory signals;

Explanatory phrases introducing subsequent case history;

Cross references, such as id. and supra; and

Words and phrases introducing related authority, such as

"Sualedl!."
Italicize (or underscore) the following information in the text of a legal
document:

Titles of publications, such as the New York Times:

Words italicized in the original source of a quotation; and

Any other word that would otherwise be italicized, such as

uncommon foreign words.

You may use "id." when citing the immediately preceding authority, but only
when the immediately preceding citation contains only one authority. Always

indicate when a subsequent citation refers to a different page number in the
same source (e.g., "id. at 5").

You may use "supra" and "hereinafter" to r€fer to legislative hearings; court
filings; books; pamphlets; reports; unpublished materials; non-print resources;
periodicals; services; treaties and international agreements; regulations,
directives, and decisions of intergovernmental organizations; and internal
cross-references. You should not use "supra" and "hereinafter" to refer to cases,

statutes, constitutions, legislative materials (other than hearings), restatements,

model codes, or regulations, except in extraordinary circumstances, such as

when the name of the authority is extremely long.

Enclose all quotations, except block quotations, with quotation marks. Place

85.2 Block Quotations

indented but should begin at the left margin on the line following the quotation:

Italicization for Style and in Unique Circumstances

Words and phrases may be italicized (or underscored) for emphasis.

You may italicize (or underscore) non-English words and phrases unless they
have been incorporated into common English usage. Most Latin words and
phrases that are used in legal writing are in common English usage. Obsolete

or uncommon Latin words and phrases, however, should be italicized (or
underscored).

"Id." is always italicized (or underscored).

Formatting of Quotations
(a) Quotations of fifty or more words.

(i) Indentation and quotation marks. The quotation should be indented on
the left and right without qu)tation marks, and quotation marks within a block
quotation should appear as they do in thc original:

lr [T]his presumptive privilege must be considered in light of our historic
commitment to the rule of law. This is nowhere more profoundly
manifest than in our view that "the twofold aim [of criminaI iustice]
is that guilt shalt not escape or innocence suffer." We have elected to
emptoy an adversary system of criminaI justice in which the parties
contest all issues before a court of law . . . . The ends of criminal
lustice would be defeated if judgments were to be founded on a

partiaI or speculative presentation ofthe facts. The very integrity of
the ludiciat system and pubtic confidence in the system depend on
full disclosure of att the facts, within the framework of the rules of
evidence. To ensure that f ustice is done, it is imperative to the func-
tion of courts that compulsory process be available for the produc-
tion of evidence needed either by the prosecution or by the defense.

United States v. Nixon, 4r8 U.5. 683,7o8-o9 (1974) (second altera-
tion in originat) (citation omitted). The Court then balanced this
interest against the evils of forced disctosure. ld. a|7rc.

(ii) Footnote and citation placement. In law review text (in which citations
are not permitted), the footnote number should appear after the final punctua-
tion of the quotation. In law review footnotes, court documents, and legal mem-
oranda (in which citations are permitted), the citation should not be indented
but should begin at thc left margin on thc line immediatelv following the quota-
tion.ln law review footnotes,where the quotation is placed within a parentheti-
cll, it should be enclosed in qtxrtation marks and not otherwisc set off from the
rest of the text.

(iii) Paragraph structure. The paragraph structurc of an indented quotation
should be indicated by further indenting the first line of each paragraph. The
lirst sentencc of the lirst quoted paragraph is only indented, however, if the first
word of the quoted passage is also the first word of a paragraph in the sourcc
bcing quoted. If language at the beginning of the first paragraph is omitted, do
not indent thc first line or use an ellipsis. To indicate omission at the bcginning
of subsequent paragraphs, inscrt and indcnt an ellipsis. Indicatc the omission of
one or more entire paragraphs by inserting and indenting four periods (". . . l')
on a new line. The folkrwing example illustrates thcse rules:

$fr 0n appeal to the federal courts via a habeas petition,
McCleskey alteged that Georgia's capitaI sentencing process was
administered in a racially discriminatory manner in viotation of the
Equat Protection clause of the Fourteenth Amendment. McCleskey
based his claims on a study, conducted by respected law and

. . . Professors Baldus, Pulaski, and Woodworth also subjected
their data to an extensive statistical analysis.

In law review footnotes, when the quotation is placed within a parenthetical, it
should be enclosed in quotation marks and not otherwise set off from the rest

of the text.

(b) Quotations of forty-nine or fewer words.

(i) Indentation and quotation marks. The quotation should be enclosed in
quotation marks but not otherwise set off from the rest of the text. Quotation
marks around material quoted inside another quote should appear as single

marks within the quotation in keeping with the standard convention.

(ii) Footnote and citation placement. The footnote number or citation
should follow immediately after the closing quotation mark unless it is more

accurate to place it elsewhere shortly before or after the quotation.

(iii) Paragraph structure. Do not indicate the original paragraph structure

of quotations of forty-nine or fewer words except when the material quoted

would commonly be set off from the text, such as lines of poetry or dialogue

from a play. In this case, the quotation may appear as a block quote per rule
5.l(a)(iii), regardless of its length.

(iD Punctuation. Always place commas and periods inside the quotation
marks; place other punctuation marks inside the quotation marks only if they

are part of the original text.

Alterations and Quotations Within Quotations
(a) Substitution of letters or words, When a letter must be changed from
upper to lower case, or vice versa, enclose it in brackets. Substituted words or
letters and other inserted material should also be bracketed:

) "[P]ubtic confidence in the [adversary] system depend[s upon] futt
disclosure of all the facts, within the framework of the rules of
evidence."

(b) Omission of letters. lndicate the omission of letters from a common root
word with empty brackets ('iudgment[]").

(c) Mistakes in original. Significant mistakes in the original should be fol-

lowed by "[sic]" and otherwise left as they appear in the original:

) "This list of statutes are [sic] necessarily incomplete."

(d) Changes to citations.

(i) Use a parenthetical clause after the citation to indicate when the source

quoted contains any addition of emphasis, alteration to the original in the

quoted text, or any omission of citations, emphasis, or footnote call numbers.

When a citation requires multiple parentheticals, place them in the order indi
cated in de 1.5(b):

When this rule does not address a particular

question of capitalization, refer to a stylc manual such as the Chicago Manual
of Stfle or the Gouernment Printing OfJice Style Manual.

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10.3 Reporters and Other Sources

10.3.1 Parallel Citations and Which Source(s) to Cite

The federal and state iurisdictions table (table Tl) indicates which reporters to
cite for the decisions of most courts. Note that many state court decisions are

published in two or more sources.

(a) Parallel citations in state court documents. ln documents submitted to
state courts, all case citations must be to the source(s) required by local rules.

Many state rules require that citations to state court decisions include a cita-

tion to the official state reporter,followedby a parallel citation to a regional

reporter. Thus, these local rules, and not the citltion rules set forth in table Tl,
govern state court filings. See Bluepages table BT1O.I.3 for further guidance

concerning iurisdiction-specific citation rules.

(b) Case citations in all other documents. In all other documents, including
ordinary legal memoranda and law realew pieces, cite the relevant regional

reporter, if the decision is found therein. For example:

state's highest court), the sequential number of the decision, and, if the decision

is unpublished, a capital "U" after the sequential number of the decision.When
referencing specifc material within the decision, a pinpoint citation should be

made to the paragraph number at which the material appears. If available , a par-

allel citation to the appropriate regional reporter must be provided.

The des that follow offer guidance in formatting Inte rnet citations. Rule 1E.2.1

lays out general principles applicable to all Internet citations. Rule 18.2.2 sets

out rules for direct citations to Internet sources. E-mails should be treated as

unpublished letters per rwle 17.2.4.

18.2.1 General Internet Citation Principles
(a) Sources that can be cited as if to the original print source. When

an authenticated, oflicial, or exact copy of a source is available onlin€, cita-

tion can be made as if to the original print source (without any URL informa-

tion appended). Many states have begun to discontinue printed official legal

resourccs, instead relying on online versions as the oflicial resourceS for admin-

istrutive or legislative documents. The federal govemment is also moving toward
increasing access to online versions of legal documcnts, though it continues to
publish official print versions.

(i) Authenticated documents. When citing to such materials,Tbe Bluebook
encourages citation to "authenticated" sources: those that use an encryption-

based authentication method, such as a digital signature or public key infrastruc-

ture, to ensure the accuracy of the online source. Generally, an authenticated

document will have a certiicate or logo indicating that a government entity
verilied that the document is complete and unaltered.

(ii) Official versions. Some states have designated, either by legislation or
other oflicial mechanism, that the online source is the "oflicial" source for a

particular legal document. Some online publishers similarly make a distinction
as to whether the document has been approved by, contributed by, or harvested

from an official source by the content orilainator, designating such a document
"oflicial." Generally, The Bluebook prefers citation to an authcnticated source,

or, if none is available, to the "official" source .

(iii) Exact copies. An exact copy is one that is an unaltered copy ofthe printed
source in a widely used format that preserves pagination and other attributes of
the printed work (such as Adobe's portable document format, or "PDF").

(b) Sources where the URL should be appended.

(i) Obscure sources. If the cited information is available in a traditional source

but such source is so obscure as to be practically unavailable, or if a parallel

citation to an Internet source will substantially improve access to the source

cited, citation should be made both to the traditional source and to the Int€rnet
source by appending the URL directly to the end of the citation.

(ii) Online sources with print characteristics. If an online source shares

the characteristics of a print source such that it could be fully cited according

to another nl/le in Tbe Bluebook, the citation should be made as if to the print
source and the URt appended directly to the end of the citation, even if it is
unknown whether the cited information is available in print.

Jurisdiction short abbreviations are as follows: Commonwealth (Cth), New

In this case, it is not
necessary to preface the source with"translated in."

The "rubro," or "case title" in English, is a short statement prepared by a

court on the topic and issue discussed in the case. "Iipocas" or "time periods"
in English, are periods of time detennined by the Supreme Court of Mexico in
order to organize cases by chronological order. As of 201 1, the Supreme Court
was in the tenth 6poca. The first four 6pocas are no longer in force. The last
six €pocas (from the fifth through the tenth) include cases that are curently
in force. All cases decided by federal courts indicate the 6poca in which the
case was decided.

Federal couft structure

The Suprema Corte de Justicia de la Naci6n (SCJN) is the highest court of
constitutional and federal jurisdiction io Mexico and sits as a firll couft (pleno) or
in chambers. The Tribunales Colegiados de Circuito (ICC) are the equivalents,
to some extent, of the U.S. federal courts of appeals.
